Instructions for this Stage

There is no formal learning programme associated with this stage.  To complete the Stage candidates will need to have completed Stages One and Two and register their interest with their local Referee Society who will liaise with the Referee Development Officer (RDO) to arrange a final assessment.  The Stage is composed of two components, the first requires the candidate to evidence the refereeing of at least five appropriate matches.  These matches will need to be arranged via the Referee Society.  Having arranged the matches they will need to complete the following:

1 For each match refereed they need to complete a Match Self-evaluation Form.  

2 One of the matches will need to be observed by a Referee Society appointed Observer. During the observation the observer will complete the Stage Three Observation Checklist on their performance.  The resultant checklist should be stored in their Candidate Pack.

3 On completion of all five matches they will need to complete the Summary Evaluation of Refereed Matches Form.  The aim of this form is for the candidate to demonstrate that they are able to reflect on their refereeing and show improvement across the five games refereed.  In this document they are asked to identify appropriate solutions for the challenges that they have been presented with during their evidence-gathering period.

4 On the reverse of the Summary Evaluation of Refereed Matches Form candidates are required to produce a plan for their further personal development, identifying appropriate and priority areas for improvement as a referee.

5 Having completed all of the above candidates should make contact with their RDO to have the evidence assessed.  The RDO will review the evidence against the Rugby Union Referees Log and Self-evaluation Checklist, a copy of which is enclosed for their use and your reference.

6 Having reviewed the evidence the RDO will ask the candidate a number of questions that will explore their understanding of the role and ensure they have a clear action plan for further development as a rugby union referee.

7 If candidates met all the criteria of the qualification they will receive an RFU Entry Level Rugby Union Referee Award full certificate.

Further deployment and development as a referee is most effectively progressed under the auspices of the Referee Society that successful candidates are encouraged to engage with on a regular basis.
