Ladies and Gentlemen,
Constituent Bodies’ performance in the Grand Draw 2010/11
l am pleased to attach some details of the overall as well as your individual Constituent Body performance in this year’s Grand Draw. Despite the continuing difficult economic situation and a second year of dreadful weather, which played havoc again with the rugby calendar, the Draw still raised an excellent £410,000 for clubs, schools and other affiliated organisations.

All the clubs listed in the individual CB lists were sent Starter Kits. The contact who received it is based on information placed on Rugby First or from pre-registration documents sent to us in advance. There is still an on-going problem with the mis-direction of Kits, which causes delay and confusion for those wishing to enter the Draw. This is particularly true with schools, students and Armed Services where turnover of contact information is frequent. If you can help in any way please contact the Draw Organiser with suggestions.
Once again for ERFSU the Starter Kit was sent to all recent participants in the Daily Mail competition and then included in the schools mailing of Touchline in October 2010 for the rest. For RFRU and RFUW, lists were supplied by the RFU based on information held by them. Mostly this works well and our thanks to the RFU staff who help to co-ordinate these.
The Draw will run again in 2011/12 which is a World Cup year. We do not plan to alter the timing of the Draw on this occasion. This year 707 clubs, etc. took part, including 99 schools (2009/10 106) and 56 (60) RFUW clubs. There is still plenty of scope to improve this figure and we ask you to encourage your clubs to join in. The Draw is risk free and costs them nothing to take part. However we are considering a ‘deposit’ scheme for clubs who consistently produce poor returns after ordering a lot of tickets.
Promotion and pre-registration will commence for 2011/12 in mid-august as usual, via Touchline, the monthly Ezine, bulk email and RFU website. The Draw will run along a similar timeframe to this season and Starter Kits will be sent in mid-autumn and the Draw itself will take place in March/April 2011, subject to the President’s availability..
