TRAVEL TO THE CHANNEL ISLANDS - HEALTH INSURANCE
For those Clubs that may be touring the Channel Islands (and other holiday makers)please be aware that from 1st April the reciprocal health arrangements which used to exist between the British mainland and the Channel Islands has ceased. This means that all British visitors will have to pay for treatment if they become ill while visiting the islands. The Department of Health confirmed that travellers to the Channel Islands are not covered by the European Health Card (Ehic).  It is recommended that travellers take out personal travel insurance.
