SCOTTISH BORDERS SEMI-JUNIOR LEAGUE

LEAGUE RULES
1,    The home club for each League fixture shall provide a ground.

1. Referees are allocated by the Referees Society and clubs are
notified by the web.

            KO times should be as per SRU KO times unless agreed by the 
            mutual consent of both teams.

3.   All players must be under 18 on 1st September of each season.


4.     All players must be registered with the League/SRU prior to 

            playing in a League match.

5.   Any player who decides to transfer from one League Club to

        another shall allow fourteen days from the day the Secretary is

        notified to elapse before playing for his new club. The player’s

        original club can waive the need for the fourteen days but they

        must contact the Secretary to say so.

6.   The matches shall be played according to the Laws of the Game

        and the IRB U19 variations.
7.   There will be two match points to the winner, none to the loser.

        The points will be shared one apiece in the event of a draw.

8.    Points differential will never be used to separate the position in 

         the league of two or more clubs. Play- offs should be used and 

         played at a neutral ground.

9.    The League programme shall consist of a home and away fixture

         against every other club.

10.     The maximum number of players in a match day squad is 22,

             unless agreed with the opposition. An official team sheet shall be 
             given to the referee by both sides prior to kick-off.

11.     Games played on Scottish Youth Representative or International

          dates, including under 16, 17, 18 and 19 matches, will be played

          as friendlies unless  both clubs concerned agree to play the game
          as a league game. Any dispute to be resolved by the Executive 

          committee.              
12.      Three match balls shall be supplied by the home side for games. 

              The match ball must be designated by the manufacturer as 
               suitable for match play. Match balls should be new at the start of
               the season, and all 3 be of the same type.

13.       All coaches and officials shall remain in the technical area 

           during games. Under no circumstances shall coaches follow 

           play up and down the touchline. Only 5 officials/coaches are

           allowed in the technical area.

14.      All pitches must be roped off between the 22 metre lines on each 

          side, and all replacements must stay behind the ropes, unless 

          they are about to come on, or are warming up.

15.     In the event of no suitable warm up area being available to the 

         replacements, they may warm up in the in-goal area of their

        opponents, staying clear of any play that comes near.

16.    All players and officials shall obey any requests by an official of

        the Home side to comply with 13 and 14, also any instructions 
        from the referee.

17.    Each club shall provide an adult to run touch, and the home side

            shall provide touch judge flags.

18.    Appeals and protests shall be made in writing, or email, to the 

            Secretary, on or before the Wednesday following the match

            concerning the complaint.

19.    Clubs failing to fulfil league fixtures without a satisfactory reason,
            (to be decided by the Executive Committee), shall forfeit the

            points. Clubs shall have the power to cancel a game, at or before 

            noon on the day of the game. Clubs cancelling their fixtures, for 

            reasons other than weather conditions, are liable to lose the league

            points, at the discretion of the Executive Committee.

20.   The Secretary should always inform the President of any situation
        where he becomes aware that two clubs are in dispute with each

        other but not aware of the fact so that action can be taken

        immediately to rectify the situation.

21.    The Executive Committee will rule on any dispute within two 

            weeks of the dispute being brought to the Secretaries attention

            as per 20 above. In situations where a decision is, for fixture 

            scheduling reasons needed earlier than 2 weeks then the 

            Executive will meet earlier.

22.    Any club involved in a dispute should be allowed to put their case
            in writing/person to the Executive Committee.

23.    All decisions made by the Executive Committee should be 

        recorded stating the reasons for the findings and published to all

        members of the League.

24.    Appeals against Executive Committee decisions will be heard

            by a full League meeting. Clubs will be circulated with the 

            written evidence of the original decision and the written appeal

            prior to the meeting.
    25,   Any amendments to the League rules shall be made at a Special 

            General Meeting and accepted by majority vote of those members

             present and eligible to vote at the meeting.
