The season started with a home match against Lancashire on the day we were to have had our first trial. We put together a team from the players who turned up on the day and managed a very creditable performance losing by the only score of the game (a somewhat dubious try) 0-5. This was the first match of the Northern Counties trophy. 
We travelled to Yorkshire for our next game having had some training sessions and with all of the older girls available put together a good performance to win by 27 points to 5.
We arranged a friendly match against Durham to get some experience for the younger players, fitted around the experience of the regional players from the previous season, the result again going our way 39 points to 17.
