The Swaffham lineout struggled this morning with a number of small errors and provided a further scrum for Wymondham. Again there winger was given the ball and again he broke a half tackle to race of to score again.

The second half saw decent drives from Thompson and O’Brien and following a rare Wymondham team visit into the Swaffham half the team’s defence was tested after a series of pick and drives close to the line. Swaffham however were not going to let this attack passed. Excellent tackles from Gant, Wright and Adcock repelled the Red & Black attack. Jones also made a thumping tackle which rocked the Wymondham player. A moment of genius saw O’Brien attack the ball in a maul and rip it clear to drive up to his 22. The forwards secured ball and Hudson whipped it to Milligan who cleared up to half way.

This time Swaffham made a mess of the Wymondham line out and moved the ball quickly now the line. However a loose pass gave possession to Wymondham who again benefited from a number of slack tackles and through their powerful winger ran in the third try of the game.

But for one opposition player and a number of missed tackles, the possession and territory Swaffham had could have made the score a much different result. Work needs to be done on making sure the first tackles are made and cover is in place quickly, and the line out needs to restart again.
