I would kindly request that you complete and return your nomination form to the email address at the bottom of the page (Postal nominations will not be accepted) below before 19th September 2009. PLEASE NOTE: nomination forms must be completed in full and nominations received after this date will not be accepted. 

This programme is not open to all players and we would ask you, as the coach or manager, to make an honest judgement on the players you nominate, looking primarily at the players’ individual skills, as this is what they are judged on at District and County levels, not how well their team plays. 
Only nominate players who in your opinion have a good chance of representing the district and the potential to represent Yorkshire. If you are unsure when making your nominations please refer to the guidance notes provided below and also consider the players’ individual performance in comparison to that of the opposition you have played against.

1. Please complete the attached nomination sheet with all details of your players and the contact details for the person nominating that player. 
PLEASE NOTE: U17’s must be Under 17 on 1st of January not 1st of September as other age groups so an U17 club/schools player born in 1992 will not be eligible for district/county U17s they must be born in 1993.

PLEASE NOTE: Nomination forms must be completed in full or they will be returned. Only 1 form per club be accepted so please ensure your return includes all age group nominations. Nomination forms from individual coaches will not be accepted. 
3. Players MUST bring a completed “FORM 3 - Central District Parental Permission & Medical Form200910” along with them on the day or they will not be able to take part. 
4. Please only nominate players who did not get into the district squad during the 2008/09 season
a. 2008/09 District players will receive a letter inviting then to attend the district development day. Please note the 2008/09 squads are included on the nomination sheet if you have a player listed please complete with their up to date address and contact details to ensure they get the invitation letter.

5. Please find below the District dates and venues for the Central Yorkshire U13-U17 programme next season.

a. Please inform your nominated players of where and when the Development Days/Trials are being held. It is your responsibility as the nominating club, school or individual to ensure they have all the details of the selection days which are included below.

CENTRAL YORKSHIRE RUGBY UNION TALENT IDENTIFICATION PROCESS
Please find below the process involved in the talent identification programme for 2009/2010 which has been agreed through the Central Yorkshire Player Development Committee. 
1. Nomination forms sent out to all clubs and schools – As per process on page 1
2. Invite letters sent to all 2008/09 District players inviting then to the development days – As per process on page 1
3. Nominated players will join last seasons district players at the selection day for 2009/10 squads. As it is the first time the U13s have been involved the selection day may take a different format.
a. Those people who nominated players will receive an email within 5 days confirming whether their players were successful or unsuccessful in gaining selection to the squads. Any players not selected will be given feedback in writing. Please Note it is vital you provide an email address when nominating players. 
b. Player will then receive one of the following letters within 7-10 days.
i. YES Letters – To all players successfully selected and includes details of the full programme for the rest of the season

ii. NO Letters – To all players not successful on the day and includes any feedback on the day. Please note if large numbers are nominated feedback may not be possible. 

iii. RESERVE Letter – To all players who it was felt were very close to selection and who would be called up if injuries occur or if further players are required for district matches following Yorkshire squad selection. 

4. District squads will either play at an Inter District Festival or in full matches against the other 4 Yorkshire districts were the Yorkshire CB schools coaches and selectors will select any players they feel have the potential to (a) play for Yorkshire and/or (b) be part of the Yorkshire CB schools squad. These players will then be invited to the Yorkshire final development day/trial.
5. Invited players will attend the Yorkshire Final trial where final selection will take place. 

6. Any players unsuccessful will re-join the district squads. The districts will then play further games throughout the structured season providing district coaches and managers are in place. These matches will aim to give players more exposure to district rugby and give them a chance to develop in preparation for the following seasons Yorkshire selection process. 

NOTE: Any feedback positive or negative regarding the programme MUST come through your club or school representative to the Central Player development group and a formal response will be given. 

CENTRAL YORKSHIRE RUGBY UNION TALENT IDENTIFICATION PROCESS (Cont.)
To try and improve the programme the Central Player Development committee has put in place the following changes for this season:

· Set training venues for each age group – This will mean some players having to travel further but will allow easier communication of the programme and parents will know throughout the season where their son needs to be. 

· Application forms for coaches and managers will be sent between April 09 and June 09. Please note without coaches and managers in place no district matches will take place following Yorkshire CB schools trials. 
· All District coaches will be invited to attend a coach education session with the County and CB schools coaches during the summer. 

· A Referral process will be introduced at the start of the 2009/10 season. This will allow 2 coaches who may be playing against each other to refer a player who is not in the district squad to be looked at following a number of consistently high level performances. 

· This player would then be invited to join the next district training session for the coaches to take a look at them.

· District Player Development committee will meet twice a year to review the programme and deal with any complaints.

· Any complaints or suggestions MUST come through your clubs or schools representative to this committee. 
PLEASE NOTE: If your club does not have a representative on this group or you do not know who it is please contact your mini junior chair. 
In preparation for the programme it has been requested that some development take place with U12 coaches, unfortunately due to time constraints this will not be possible this season but it is hoped it can be put in place next season.

District Nomination Guidance Notes
The following are some general areas to consider when nominating players and reflect the areas which selectors take into account when assessing players. On the nomination sheet please highlight next to the players’ name if you feel that certain players have the potential to represent Yorkshire.

Playing Position

Full Back – Takes up good running lines with and without the ball, technically good under high ball, kicks well, strong tackler, passes accurately off both hands, looks to join the line in attack, understands defensive patterns, good pace

Winger - Good pace, good running lines, technically good under high ball, passes accurately off both hands, strong defender, kicks well, stays on feet in contact, good 1 v 1 defender

Centre – Excellent defender, good running lines, passes accurately off both hands under pressure, good contact skills, provides a kicking option

Fly Half – Range off accurate passes off both hands, kicks well, good defender, good communicator.

Scrum half – Quick accurate pass off both hands, strong in contact, good defender, kicks well, good communicator.

Prop – Strong scrummager, good technique, good ball carrier, good in contact, good defender, lifts/supports in lineout

Hooker – Throws in well, good ball carrier, good defender, lifts/supports in lineout

Lock – Good vertical jump, good ball carrier, good defender, good body angles, strong scrummager.

Back Row – Good ball carriers, good defenders, good passing skills, lifts/supports in lineout, good vertical jump.
