Rugby Union Young Officials Award
Course Description: The aim of the course is to give delegates an opportunity to develop their officiating skills for Rugby Union.
Course Content: The course will enable delegates to:
· Describe the positive attitudes a referee should have.
· Display an effective knowledge of law. 

· Describe how a referee should prepare for a game. 

· Communicate effectively.

· Referee the kickoff, ruck, maul, tackle and lineout.
Course Structure: A six hour course which may either be split into two 3 hour sections or one six hour session. The course contains elements of theory and practical. To complete the course, delegates are required to take part in 10 hours of voluntary practice officiating. (which may included touch judging) 
Course Pre-Requisites: Delegates must be between the age bracket of 14-19 and in full time education). No prior experience required. 
What do delegates receive having completed the award? On completion of the training, delegates will get the essentials for a referee (whistle, cards and a law book) as well as the course folder. Opportunities to purchase a referee shirt may be available. A certificate of attendance will be provided for the training and the qualification on completion and sign off of the 10 hours of officiating.
Course Costs: £25 per person (including delivery and all materials)
