In the past few years considerable RFU funding has been invested in community rugby clubs in Dorset & Wiltshire.  This has resulted in pitch improvements, better changing facilities, new clubhouses, floodlights and much more.  You could play a key role in the future application of similar investments in line with the RFU’s ‘National Facilities Strategy for Rugby Union in England’

You will be passionate about helping clubs achieve better facilities so that boys and girls, as well as men and women, from all backgrounds can enjoy the sport of rugby union.

You will be responsible for writing and updating the Dorset & Wilts 3-year Facilities Development Plan.  To do this you will:

· ensure that up-to-date information about club facilities is gathered 

· identify those clubs with facility development needs

· help to co-ordinate their facility development planning

· produce a priority action list

· account for potential ‘emergencies’ and one off opportunities
This will be a proactive role in which you will take the lead by communicating with and, if needs be, visiting D&W RFU member clubs in Wiltshire to understand how they provide rugby for their local communities and how they plan to grow. 

As a member of the Club Development Committee, you will have the support of a dedicated team of volunteers who have many years experience developing rugby in the two counties.  Your full-time local RFU Rugby Development Officers will also provide assistance.  You will be the point of contact for RFU Funding and Facilities Team who will inform you about relevant funding schemes such as Lottery, Rugby Football Foundation, Community Investment Programme, etc.

Enthusiasm, coupled with the ability to work successfully with other volunteers, is more important than qualifications.  However, knowledge of funding agencies, and experience of making funding applications, would be an advantage.  A business background related to building development such as quantity surveying, architecture, planning, construction, etc would be a benefit but is not essential.  You will understand the operation of community sport and have some knowledge of Rugby Union.
