The referee academy is designed to give the young people the skills to be a confident an effective referee;


In theory, the young person will be qualified to referee all age groups in 15-a-side rugby, but it is recommended that the young referee officiates teams below his/her age until they are 17 and then the situation can be reviewed. 





The Scheme:





The young person will attend an introductory referee course to qualify then as a referee


The young person will be expected to attend the initial course, monthly academy meetings and referee society meetings in their local area


The young referee will be introduced to a mentor who will watch his/her early matches and will be the contact for all organisational matters;


The mentor will be a helpful individual but for the young person to get the most out of the scheme, he/she will have to be committed, organised and willing to listen and learn;


As the parent/guardian/carer, you must also be committed to the scheme as you will have to help get the young person to and from the course, as well as any further meetings and, of course, matches;


All the individuals from the local Referee Society will have undergone a Criminal Records Bureau check and are aware of the RFU’s Child Protection policy.
