

Rugby Reunited is about getting lapsed players aged 19-24 back into playing at Rugby Clubs.  It relies on former coaches and captains getting their old team together for a friendly game before catching up over a few drinks.
As part of the Go Play Rugby initiative Eastern Counties is encouraging clubs to get a couple of former Colts teams together for a 20 minute each way game on Friday 14 September before watching England vs South Africa at 8pm in the Rugby World Cup.

WHAT YOUR CLUB NEEDS TO DO

 Choose a couple of age groups that in 2007/8 would be between U20s and U25s
 Contact the coaches for the age groups and ask them to contact former captains and players
 Supply them with contact details of players who used to play with them at Colts level (they probably still have their own lists)
 Get them to call the players to take part in a friendly reunion game (20 minutes each way) on Friday 14 September 7pm at your club, followed by England vs South Africa on TV at 8pm

 Offer them stash or beer (or both)
 Get their details and get them back into one of the lower teams for the following week (or even the next day!)

 Log them as players them on RugbyFirst
