4. communicate via the website editor to players and parents, schools and clubs 


5. ensure that players’ SofR nomination forms are completed and returned

6. ensure that players’ registration documents and medical details are updated and provide relevant medical and contact information for use by the coaches and physio at squad sessions 


7. liase with the venue to ensure required facilities are available

8. take responsibility for training equipment, ensuring availablity for sessions
Part central/key holder
9. coordinate player assessment and feedback forms   

10. provide a point of contact for general enquiries from parents, coaches, schools & clubs

11. coordinate players’ CBSofR kit requirements, accounting for kit sales to the County Sales Manager 

12. act as focal point for communicating postponement of sessions, via County website

13. provide coaches with a support system and liase with CDO for CPD opportunities.
