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	Coach Development
	· Coach Award:  At year end over 720 Coaches have achieved Coach Awards during 2006 / 7. 

· Level 1 course continue to be well supported with most courses running at close maximum take-up in the autumn and summer campaigns.  Take-up on winter courses remains low at around 65%.  This year we will be trialling indoor course during the winter campaign and monitor the effect on take-up.

· Success rate at Level 2 continues to improve, and now averages around 60% - 70%.  This is mainly due to the number of Level 2 coaches attending Coach Education course prior to the L2 course.   

· In addition over 2,800 units of coach education have been delivered across the region.

· Programme for next year for both Award and Education courses is now formalised and available on the RFU website.  To support the programme there is a need to train the delivery team.
