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	Club Development

· The Bury Rugby development group has been constituted and a self employed Community coach for the 07/08 season will be in post part funded by the Schools Sports Partnership, Bury RUFC, Sedgley Park and the RFU.

· Burnage RFC have achieved Seal of Approval. The club are also running family Tag session every Wednesday evening
· North Manchester will have achieved the Seal Of Approval Award within two months
· Through the Salford Rugby Union Development group – funding has been secured for a development programme with link schools - £1,398.35. 3 Coaches from Broughton and De La Salle have recently passed Level I and will deliver on behalf of the clubs into local schools with a view to establishing Mini Junior sections

· The Salford Rugby Union Development group has also secured funding for coach education - £286 generally and for Eccles RFC - funding secured for coach education - £286.

· A Salford touch league has run during the Summer at Broughton RUFC with 15 teams taking part.

· A Go Play 7s event is being run at Bolton RUFC called Caltukker 7s – 10 teams

· We are holding 2 Primary age Yazoo sponsored Tag rugby tournaments 4th& 11th At Bolton RUFC – 15 teams
· Cumbria Rugby Union held a Presentation Evening incorporated Value the Volunteer Awards to 10 Key Volunteers from clubs across the CB.
· Gareth Lewis has organised 5 x Touch Festivals in the Copeland District as a Super Series. This is part of the Go Play Rugby Programme and the 2 festivals so far in July have had 14 teams and 160+ players in total.

· 2 Workshops for Go Play Rugby held at Northwich RUFC & University of Chester looking at retaining players, national Launch and sharing MOGP

· Northwich RUFC recruited 4 new members after a festival held at the club around the England France Game

· Castletown on the Isle of Man held a Leisure rugby event linked to the Go Play Rugby programme and attracted 9 teams and nearly 100 players

· Wilmslow held fun day based around England - Wales game. Potentially 5/6 new members

· Broughton Park have secured funding for additional Training lights.
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· Eccles College are running a Rugby Union academy 2008/09 after the contacts built up with the work of the Community Rugby Coach Trevor Parrot

· 5 schools took part in Yr 5 and Yr 6 tag festival held at Burnage RFC which was run with the RFU and Sale Sharks.

· The Bolton Developing Schools League will this year have a record 13 schools entering teams at the various ages. A great achievement by the local Club Bolton RUFC and Bolton school.

· The Merseyside RDO Martin Jones has been working closely with the local Fire service and 10 firefighters will be working in local schools for 4 hours a week over the next season. We hope to use this as a model for other areas and other Emergency Services   

· Club Cumbria have hosted their U15 & U16 Screening Sessions to identify players for the Cumbria Schools of Rugby. Initial sessions have been promising with good numbers in attendance.
· Cumbria Foundation Programme for 2007/08 has been agreed with CRC’s, this will incorporate the following;
· Primary School Programme & Festivals
· Secondary School Programme (Boys & Girls) & Festivals
· Girls District Programme to develop District Squads
· Final Coaching Figures for CRC’s in Cumbria alone for the 2006/07 season are 50,715; this includes 2287 Sessions with 18,910 Women & Girls Participating. (37.3% of Delivery to Females)
· The CRC held a Development Day for incoming year 7 pupils at Whitehaven School with 35 participants taking part, which will help provide the core of players for the year group’s rugby activity.
· We have agreed new competition format for Primary schools with Cheshire Competition managers seeing Cheshire running cluster tag festivals in each borough in the last two weeks of September leading to a grand finals day at Macclesfield RUFC

· Girls U15 coaching at Bolton RUFC – 17 girls who came from the work done prior to the Youth games
· Manchester and Bolton will both have new girls sections this season

· Cheshire Awards for all bid completed and will be submitted this month. Around £5k
· The Cumbrian Development Team are looking at the formation of a girls team in each district to give an outlet for playing rugby after being enthused by the County Youth Games. This would give a 10 fixture Home & Away League and would be supported by a LNF or A4A Grant.
