The above trials will take place this year at Tyldesley Rugby Club on Sunday 9th September - directions to the club can be found on the website at www.tyldesleyrufc.co.uk.

Trials are open to all girls aged between 12 and 17 on 31st August this year. 

Although your club does not have an affiliated girls' team we are aware that many clubs had girls playing in last year's U12 teams who may be interested in continuing to play and we would encourage these players to attend trials. Similarly, we know that some clubs with women's sections have U18 players training with them who are too young to play matches in the women's leagues.

The focus this year will be on development of players and on improving the standard of girls' rugby in Lancashire and players not initially chosen to represent the county will be invited to continue to attend training sessions as part of a wider development squad. For this reason, and because we recognise that playing opportunities have been limited for many girls, we are keen for players of limited experience as well as more experienced players to attend trials this year.

Please would you be kind enough to pass this information on to any girls at your club who might like to trial. 

The qualification criteria for trials is that the player must either live, play or attend a school within the Lancashire county (as understood in RFU terms and including parts of Greater Manchester and Merseyside). Players do not need to register beforehand. 

If you have links with any local schools which offer girls' rugby, I would be very much obliged if you could pass this information on to them.
