Following the last Mini Junior Winter Forum, the Junior Competitions Committee was asked to formulate an alternative structure to recognise the number of matches in the Junior Challenge (formerly the EFE Junior Challenge) that produced either walk-over results or were recorded as 30-point margin games from Round One in September to Round Seven in February.  

Drawing on work an a number of options put forward by Sedgley Park’s Peter McGuinness, a recommendation will be put to the meeting that combines the existing ‘Qualifying Pool’ element, but with clubs matched in pools based on the previous season’s results.  The clubs advancing to the Cup, Plate or Vase sections in the knock-out phase will be determined by their position in their pools, but with opportunities for Plate & Vase sides to progress to the ‘higher’ competition.    

Despite the existence of the new Under 12s competition this season, the recommendation is that that there will be no seeding at Under 13s, matches being determined by an ‘open draw’.  The Under 13s’ progress through the competition during 2007/08 will form the basis of the Under 14s rankings in 2008/09.
