	Club Development

Go Play Rugby

· North Lancs 11 clubs, Merseyside 18 clubs, Greater Manchester Cheshire 16 clubs

· All 12 targeted Greater Manchester clubs ’ Go Play Rugby’ Action Plans are completed

· Manx RFU launch was held at Douglas RFC on Friday 22nd June. There were 12 attendees representing all of the 6 clubs on the island. All clubs agreed to work together as a cluster and use the three clubs worth of resources around the Island for the benefit of all clubs. There is already a leisure rugby programme planned, including; a beach rugby event in the South and a corporate tag rugby event in Douglas 

· 12 clubs Cheshire & Warrington have submitted draft action plans.

· Cumbria had an original allocation of 12 packs for clubs to get involved but due to demand have an extra 5 clubs now involved and registered.
Other Development
· Social Inclusion Programme in East Lancashire, focused on Pendle and Burnley RFCs aimed at engaging with ethnic minorities.

· Colne & Nelson is close to achieving the Seal of Approval

· 18 Schools attended a Tag Festival at Rossendale RUFC as part of their club school links programme
· West Park have agreed a formal link to Carmel 6th Form College, including a joint Facility Development. 

· Liverpool St Helens have achieved their Year 2 Seal of Approval 

· Bolton RUFC received the Presidents XV award for School Links. The Presentation was made to Clive Nightingale & Scott Watson on 26th June, at Bolton RUFC by Malcolm Phillips.  A major award for the club in recognition of their Community work over the past 5 years

· Holmes Chapel RUFC are undertaking the RFU Seal of Approval & writing a Club Development Plan.

· The SSP Cluster Finals year 5/6 Primary School Festival took place at Warrington Rugby Club on June 14th where over 140 children took part this was the culmination of the 12 cluster based festivals involving 43 schools across the partnership. 

· The ASDAN activity for pupils in danger of exclusion in Ellesmere Port has now concluded 16 young people attended the programme and all 16 have attended sessions at Ellesmere Port RUFC

	Competition Development

· 12 Teams played in a Tag Festival at Chorley RFC

· 40 Primary schools took part in the Liverpool Tag Festival linked in to Liverpool Collegiate and Sefton.

· A Tag Rugby Festival in Knowsley attracted 9 local Primary schools

· The Lancashire Youth Games had 20 entries (up 2 from last year) to the Rugby events (U12 girls and U11 mixed Tag)

· 40 players attended the Fleetwood Leisure rugby Festival

· Fleetwood hosted a year 2 Tag Festival for 8 local Primaries to support their Junior sections

· CRC Andy McKinney held a Tag Festival for the Cheshire Oaks School Sports Partnership for years 5 & 6 with 25 teams participating and 6 new; school to club links completed in the Ellesmere Port area as a result.

· Through Sale Sharks & Premiere Touch Rugby, Wilmslow RUFC are now running a ten team weekly touch rugby league on a Monday night. This activity is part of WRUFC Go Play Rugby Action Plan. Birkenhead Park will commence similar activity on 4th August.

· The Cheshire Youth Games was held at Cheshire Oaks HS Sports College in Ellesmere Port. The event was the culmination of the district activity run over the last two months across Cheshire & Warrington where over 200 sessions have been delivered to more than 5000 young people. Teams have represented all the Cheshire boroughs at U11 mixed Tag Rugby and U14 girls Tag Rugby. This activity has been supported by over 30 sixteen to twenty four volunteers from HE & FE institutions who have delivered sessions in schools and as part of a work based learning placement. 

· The Barrow Beach tag competition attracted 14 Teams from various backgrounds and Sports.



	Coaching in Schools

· South Sefton Schools partnership ran a Young Leaders course, 14 attendees who will be running a Festival for younger children

· Harrytown & Reddish Vale High schools are running touch rugby clubs after school run by Simon Welch and linking to Stockport RFC

· 2 new schools have entered the Bolton Emerging School league, bringing the total to 15 schools

· We have held 2 Tag tournaments at Bolton RUFC, 9 schools in attendance at each tournament.

· Good work by Trevor Parrott CRC for Salford has led to a New Schools,-the  Salford city academy – boys yr7/8, undergoing 2 x curriculum sessions per week

· 90 Yazoo Tag Rugby Sessions have been delivered to 2802 ‘Key Stage 2’ pupils in primary schools by the Development Team in Cheshire & Warrington in June. 

· Carlisle Tag festival held at the Rugby club attracted a record 20 teams (more than any other Sport).

· Cumbria county YG saw all 6 districts in the Tag competition and 5/6 in the Girls.

· The Cumbria development Team broke the 40000 Contacts threshold in June, which has led to an outstanding 53 Formal school-club links.
